 LOCAL COUNCIL ELECTIONS
As discussed in the last newsletter, Eureka, although not a political party, stood 2 candidates in the NSW local government elections – Sydney Inner West council and Newcastle council.

Eureka, with its emphasis on taking the basic needs and demands of workers and ordinary people to local government, was presented to a large number of voters. It definitely struck a chord. There were many visits to the Eureka Facebook page, and much positive feedback during campaigning.
A lot was learnt about running campaigns, and plans are already underway to stand as a group in future elections.
BASIC NEEDS ALWAYS RELEVANT
Recent polls have highlighted that the cost of living (essentially the cost of meeting basic needs) is the biggest concern of most Australians. At the same time, the manipulation of prices (food and household goods) by the supermarket monopolies was highlighted by a number of investigations. 
In addition, with medical care, studies showed that the cost of visiting a doctor had gone up, while bulk billing rates have gone down. This highlights the continued relevance of the Eureka campaign for BULK BILLING FOR ALL, AT ALL MEDICAL CENTRES.
