SAFETY IN THE WORKPLACE -A BASIC NEED FOR ALL OF US
Recently the International Day of Mourning for those who have lost their lives at work, been injured at, or made ill at work was commemorated. Services were held around the world, including in major centres in Australia, including Sydney and Newcastle. 
Recent deaths and reports of safety violations in workplaces highlight a major problem. A heartbreaking 40  WORKERS HAVE BEEN KILLED AT WORK  this year in Australia  (Av 180 a year) The government agency in NSW responsible for ensuring safe workplaces (Safework NSW) has been shown, in a recent independent inquiry, to be ineffective and in collusion with employers. An example -The dangers of inhalation of silica in manufactured stone were ignored for many years leading to chronic lung disease and death in many workers in that industry. The NSW government has chosen to scapegoat Safework workers rather than to accept that it is ultimately their responsibility to ensure safe workplaces -the buck stops with them. Recent industrial manslaughter legislation may be a start, but we need to demand and continue to campaign for safe workplaces.
